The Association of Garda Sergeants and Inspectors deplores the sudden announcement of the closure of 40 garda stations and the reduction of opening hours of a further 10.
“This represents a further loss of contact with local communities throughout the country and will inevitably lead to a rise in crime in some areas,” said Deputy General Secretary John Redmond.   “Criminals will target those areas in a bid to take advantage of the new situation where gardaí are increasingly being withdrawn to the larger centres,” he added.
The Association also deplores the fact that no prior notification of these closures was given by the Commissioner or the Department of Justice on this major development and we regard this as a breach of the Croke Park Agreement.
